Republic of Serbia, served his military service in 1989-1990 in Ni§ and Bosilegrad, no
military rank, no decorations awarded, indigent, no previous convictions, not subject of
another ongoing criminal proceedings, currently in custody in the Kuln Penal
Corrcctional Institution in Isroéno Sarajevo that pursuant to the Decision No: X-
KRIN-06/180 issued by the Court of BiH on 8 May 2008 muy lust until 7 July 2008,

Intending to exterminate in part u group of Bosniaks cuusing their anguish by forcible
relocation and sepuration of able-bodied Bosniak men from their families, capturing and
executing them as a member of the special police forces, together with a number of other
members of the 2™ Sekovié¢i Detachment of the Republika Sepske MUP, as a knowing
participant of the joint criminal enterprise in the peried from 10 July 1o 19 July 1995, in
which the VRS and MUP carried out a widespread and sysiematic atack against the
members of Bosniak people inside the UN protected area of Srebrenica, with the common
aim to forcibly transfer around 40 thousand civilians and summarily execute and bury. 3




morc than 7 thousand Bosniak men between 13 and 17 years of age, the accuscd
commitied, instigated. aided and abetied in the commission of the criminal offences by
acting and omitting 10 act, so that he:

I. On 12 July 1995 took part in the scarch of Bosniak-populated villages in the UN safe
arca of Srcbrenica, in the Potodari vicinity, in order to find Bosniaks, force them out of
their homes and escort them o the arca of Potodari, where Bosniaks were being collected,
knowing that those people would be forcibly and permancntly relocsted to the aren under
the control of the Army of Bitd. That same day in the afternoon hours and the following
dav — 13 July, at the scction of the Bratunac-Konjevié Poljc road, in the place called
Sandiéi. Brawnac Municipality, he participated in keeping the road passable so that the
Bosniaks could be unobstructedly transported by buses and trucks, and

2. On 13 July, he panticipated in capturing several thousand Bosniaks who attempted 10
escape from the safe urea through the forest, fearing that they would be captured and
executed by the RS MUP and RS Army, then he also took part in escorting a column of
several hundred of captured Bosniaks from Sandi¢i to the wurehouse of the Kravica
Farming Cooperative, knowing that they would be executed. ARer the capiured Bosniaks
were imprisoned in the warehouse, while other members of the 2™ Detachment were
killing the cuptured Bosniuks using their rifles, machineguns and hand grenades, the
accused Vaso Todorovié safeguarded the location 1o prevent the capiured people who
were attacked from escaping and more than one thousand captured Bosniaks were Killed
on that occasion.

Therefore,

With the intention of partially exicrminating a group of Bosniaks as an cthnic group, he
commitied, instigated, aided and abetied in inflicting scrious bodily injuries on them,
causing their anguish and in the Killing of members of the group of Bosuiak population,

whereby he comimitted the criminal offence of Genocide in viotation of Article $71 of the
Criminal Code of Bild, as read with Anticles 29, 31 and 180, (1) of the same law.

Results of investigation:

Having conducted an investigalion againsi the suspect Vaso Todorovic, the BiH
Prosecutor's OfTice believes that there is sufficient evidence in suppont of grounded
suspicion that the suspect, as an accessory, commitied the criminal olTence of Genocide
in violation of Anicle 171 of the Criminal Code of Bosnia and Herzegoving, in the
manner, ai the place and time as explained in more detail in the Indictment.

The investigation has revenled that:

Throughout the period referred to in the Indictment, there was an armed conflict in place
in the Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH).

Throughout the relevant period, the participants in the armed conflict were, on the one
side: Republika Srpska (RS) whose armed forces included the units of Republika Srpska
Army (VRS) and elements of the Ministry of the Interior of Republika Srpska and police
forces that acted in concert, or othenwise, with the VRS; and on the other side, Bosnia
and Herzegovina whose armed forces consisted of formations and units of the Army of
Bosnia and Herzegovina (ABiH).

Throughout the relevant period, the members of the 2™ Sekoviéi Special Police
Deiachment of the Police of MUP Republika Srpska (RS) and the Army of RS (VRS)
were obliged 10 comply with the laws and custioms of war.

All acts and omissions were pan of a widespread and sysiematic aitack against the
Bosniak civiliuns inside the UN protected area of Srebrenica and its surroundings.

Afier the armed conflict broke out in Bosnia and Herzegovina in spring 1992, Bosnian
Serb military and paramilitary forces anacked and occupied towns, places and villages in
the eastern part of the couniry, including Zvomik and participated in the ethnic cleansing
campaign that resulted in a mass exodus of Bosniak civilians 10 enclaves in Srebrenica,
Gora2de and Zepa.



On 19 November 1992, Generul Ratko Mladi¢, the Commander of the VRS Main SiafY,
issued Operational Directive No: 4. This Directive, in pan, ordered the Drina Corps 10
"...inflict the heaviest possible losses on the enemy, and force them 1o leave the Birné,
Zepa and Gorazde areas together with the Bosnian Muslim population. First, offer the
able-bodied and armed men 10 surrender, and if they refuse, destroy them."

On 16 April 1993, the Security Council of the United Nations, acting pursuant 1o Chapter
VIl of its Charter, adopted Resolution 819, in which it demanded that al} parties 1o the
conflict in the Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina treat Srebrenica and its surroundings
as a "safe area” which was to be free from any armed attack or any other hostile act.

On 8 March 1995. the Supreme Command of the Armed Forces of Republika Srpska
issued Operational Directive No: 07. In this Directive, Republika Srpska President
Radovan Karad2i¢ direcied the VRS (specifically the VRS Drina Corps) to "...complete
the physical seperation of Srebrenica from Zepa, to prevent even individual
communication between the two enclaves. By planned and eli-thought-out combat
operations, create an unbearable sitation of towl insecurity, with no hope of further
survival and life for the inhabitants of Srebrenica and Zepa.”

On 2 July 1995, in the Drina Corps operational order for the atiack on the Srebrenica
enclave, General Milenko Zivanovié ordered that the aitack on the enclave should result
in “reducing the enclave 10 its urban area”. The size of the enclave on 2 July 1995 was
approximately 58 square kilometres while the urban area of the enclave was about nwo
(2) square kilometres. Large numbers of the Bosnian Muslim population of the enclave
lived outside the urban area of Srebrenica prior 10 2 July 1995,

The Drina Corps plan for the execution of the order was a siep towards the larger VRS
goal of plunging the Bosnian Muslim population in a humanitarian crisis and, wltimately,
eliminating the enclave.

On or about 6 July 1995, units of the Drina Corps shelled Srebrenica and attacked Dutch-
manned United Nations obscrvation posts which were located in the enclave. The Drina
Comps attack on the Srebrenica enclave, including the shelling, continued through |1 July
1995, when forces from the Zvomik Brigade's Drina Wolves, the Bratunac Brigadc, and
other units of the VRS entered Srebrenica.

On 10 July 1995 upen the Order 64/95 issued by Acting Minister of the Interior of RS,
Tomo Kova¢, the joint lorces of MUP uniis were formed (involving 8 Company from
Jahorina Training Centre, the 2™ Sekovidi Detachment and 1*® Company from Zvomik
Public Security Centre) in order 1o assist the VRS forces in the anack. According 10 thal
Order, the Joint Forces of the Minisiry of the Interior (MUP) units were placed under the
command of the Drina Comps that was lurther subordinated 10 the Main Siafl of VRS
under the command ol General Ratko Mladi¢.

On 10 and 11 July 1995, the shelling of Srebrenica carried oul by the Drina Corps was
calculoted to terrify the Bosnian Muslim population and 10 drive them out of Srebrenica
town and, thereby, the area.




Bosniaks. men, women and children who were in Srcbrenica at the outset of the VRS
auack could choosc onc of the two options:

a) Thousands of women, children, and some, mostly elderly men, fed io the
UN Compound in Pototari, where they sought protection from the Duich
battalion. The civilian population stayed in Potoari and its surroundings from
i1 10 13 July 1995 and were being mistreated by the members of VRS and
MUP. Afer that, they were iransported out of the enclave by buses and trucks
overseen by the VRS and MUP.

b) Meanwhile, approximately 15,000 Bosnian Muslim men [rom the enclave,
with some women and children, gathered a1 the villages of Susnjari and Jagli¢i
during the evening of 11 July 1995 and fled, in a huge column, through the
woods towards Tuzls. Approximately one-third of this group consisied of the
soldiers of 28" Army RBiH Division. Approximately two-thirds were men,
Bosniak civilians from Srebrenica. The resi were also civilians and unarmed
military personnel.

On or aboui 12 Juiy 1995, Raiko Miadié, Radislav Krsti¢ and other representatives of
VRS and of the Bosnian Serb civilian authorities met ot the Hoiel Fontana in Braiunac
with the Duteh military senior oflicers and the representatives of the Bosnian Muslims
who took refuge in Pototari. At this meeting Ratko Mladi¢ explained thai he would
supervise the "evacuation” of the refugees from Pototari and that he wanied 10 see al}
military-aged Bosnian Muslim men from 16 through 60 so that they could be screened for
possible war criminals.

On or about 12 July 1995 approximately 50 10 60 buses and trucks arrived near the UN
military compound in Pototari accompanied by Ratko Mladi¢ and Radislav Krstic.
Shonly after the arrival of these vehicles, the process of forcible transfer of Bosnian
Muslim women and children began. As the Bosnian Muslim women, children, and men
sianed to board the buses and trucks, the VRS soldiers and MUP members separated the
men from the women and children and detained the men in Pologari and its surroundings.

On 12 and 13 July 1995 the Command and the units of the Drina Corps. as well as the
MUP units, were present during the supervision of the forcible ransfer of the Bosnian
Muslim civilians from Poiotari.

The staff of the Drina Corps who were in the Potodari compound on 12 and 13 July 1995
were aware of the catastrophic humanitarian situation faced by the Bosniak refugees and
of their ill-treatment by the Bosnian Serb forces, but they failed to do anything about that.

The Bosniak civilians from Srcbrenica who were taken by buscs from Potodari on 12 and
13 July 1995 were deprived of their right 10 frecly decide if they wanted 10 leave the
region of the former enclave. The Drina Comps and MUP personnel who panticipated in
the transpon operation knew that the VRS had forced the Bosniok population 1o leave
that region.



The members of the Drina Corps and MUP who were in the Pototari compound on 12
and 13 July 1995, knew that the Bosniak men, having been separated from the women,
children and elderly people, were not treated in accordance with the accepted practice of
screening for possible war criminals and that there was a great uncenainiy about the fare
of these people. The Drina Corps Command and the MUP Commanders also knew that
the separated men from Potolari were taken by buses 1o the detemion locations in
Bratunac. For thal purpose they used the buses originally iniended for 1he transpont of
women, children and elderly people, which was supervised by the Drina Corps.

Following the raking of Srebrenica, the whereabouts of the 28" Division of the Army of
Bosnia and Herzegovina (ABiH) were unknown. This caused great concern to the VRS,
as did the possibility that the ABiH 2™ Corps could launch an atinck from the direction of
Tuzla ond Kladanj and get connected with the pans of the ABiH 28™ Division. At the
meetings held a1 the Hotel Fontana on 11 and 12 July, General Miadié auempted 10
negotiate the surrender of the ABIH forces from the territory of the former enclave.
However, since he failed, the VRS units, including the Drina Corps units that did not 1ake
part in the attack on Zepa, were 1asked in the coming days 10 block the column.

In addition 10 the Drina Corps units, units outside the Drina CoTs. such as the MUP
Special Brigade, elements of the Military Police Batialion of the 65° Protection Regiment
and the regular police forces, undertook the blocking of the column.

After the ABiH 28" Division had withdrawn from the enclave following the fall of
Srebrenica, the MUP forces were involved in the “final” operations.

The MUP units were present in Pototari and, together with the 2™ Detachment of the
Sekovici Special Police Brigade, were deployed along the Bratunac-Konjevi¢ Polje road,
where they took part in the blocking of the column and capturing a large number of
Bosniaks on 13 July 1995,

Members of the VRS that were assigned 10 the Bratunac, Zvomik and Mili¢i Brigndes,
together with elements of the 5™ Engineering Battalion, the 65% Protection Regiment and
the MUP Special Police, supported by armoured transporters, tanks, anti-aircraft guns and
anillery, were deployed along the Bratunac-Miliéi road in an atlempt 1o intercept the
column. While retreating, some srmed individuals in the Bosniok column engaued in
fight againsi the Bosnian Serb forces. Thousands of Bosnian Muslims from the column
were capiured while retreating or they surrendered 10 the Bosnian Serb forces and the RS
MUP.

The Drina Carps assisted the MUP forces with the task of blocking and capluring the
Bosninks who tricd 10 ¢scape and they coordinated their military operations with the
MUP forces.

Following the taking of Srebrenica in July 1995, Bosnian Serbs devised and implemented
the plan to cxccute as many military fit Bosniak men in the enclave as possiblc. Within
several days from the anack on Srebrenica, the VRS and the MUP farces captured, kept
in captivity, forcefully relocated, summarily executed and buricd over 7,000 Bosniak men




and young mcn from Srebrenica cenclave and forcibly rclocated Bosniak women and
children from Srcbrenica out of the enclave.

Bosnian Serb forces executed several thousand Bosniak men. The total number of victims
ranges most likely between 7,000 and 8,000 men.

The potitical and military leadership of the VRS devised the plan 1o permanently remove
Bosniak population from Srebrenica after the taking of the enclave. in the period between
(1 and 13 July, this plan, colloquially referred 10 as “ethnic cleansing™, was implemented
for the most part through the forcible relocation of the major part of the civilians from
Pototari, huving separated military-aged men from the rest of the population.

In their efforts 10 eliminate a part of Bosnian Muslims, Bosnian Serb forces commined
Genocide. They sclected forty ihousand Bosniaks, inhabitamts of Srebrenico, for
exceution, which as a group represented the Bosniaks in general. They scized personal
items and documents from all the captured Bosniak mcen, soldiers, civilians, old and
vouny and they were Killing them deliberatcly and methodically, exclusively on account
of their ethnicity. The Bosnian Serb forces were aware, when they embarked on the
Genocide venture, that the harm they had caused to the Bosniaks would bring them
permanent suffering.

It is indisputable from the evidence collected duriny the investigation, as well as from the
evidence collected by the ICTY, that the accused took aciive pan in the forcible
relocation of Bosniak population and, by standing guard in front of the hangar of the
kravica Farmiing Cooperative, he also aided in the mass executions of Bosniak civilians
imprisoned in the hangars of the Farming Cooperative in Kravica, the Municipality of
Bratunac.

In the final ICTY Judgment rendered in the case of General Radislav Krsii¢, it was
eswnblished that during the military/police operation *Krivaja 95" the 1aking of the UN
Protected Zone of Srebrenica by the Army and the MUP of Republika Srpska, Genocide
wns committed against the Bosnink population, which was also confirmed hy the
Judgement rendercd by the International Court of Justice in the IHague on the
complaint filed by BiH against Serbin and Montenegro.

Among others, the fact that within 2 short period of time, between 10 and 19 July 1995,
ul! Bosniak women, children and elderly people were expelled from the enclave and that
mass liquidations of Bosnisk men and young men were carried out, indicate that the
crimes against the Bosniaks were planned and organised. Thus, the finai Judgments
against Radoslav Krsti¢ and Vidoje Blagojevié determined the time of the executions of
Bosniak men and young men carried out at the locations of Potoluri, Tis¢a, Cerska
vatley, Jadar, warehouse in Kravica, Orahovac, Dom kulture Pilica, Army-operated
furin Vreanjeva, Stadion in Nova Kasaba. These locutions were used by the Army and the
Police of Republika Srpska as execution sites. On 13 July 1995, organized Killings 100k
place in the moming hours in Jadar, in the afternoon hours in the Cerska valley, in the
Iate aftemoon in the Krenvica Warehouse, and in the evening in Tiséa. In the coming days,
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the tiquidations 100k place in Pilica, Orahovac and the Army-operaied farm ol Vranjevo
(ICTY Judgment against DraZen Erdemovic).

Besides the above mcentioned ICTY Judgments, an important contribution towards
casting somc light onto the tragic Srcbrenica cvems were the confessions by Momir
Nikolié. a sccurity officer in the Bratunac Brigade and Dragan Obrenovié, Chicf of Siaff
in the Zvornik Brigade. Important infonnation was obtained in the confession of Momir
Nikoli¢, first of all the fact that the crime was cantered around the Military Sccurity
Service and that everything was very well organized. In his confession. Momir Nikoli¢
said that in the moming of 12 July, General Mladi¢ was siill negotiating the evacuation of
civilians from Potocari with the UN, while Nikoli¢ was given orders 1o find appropriate
focations for the captives and then find adequate exccution sites.

The forensic evidence collecied by the ICTY investigators and experts over the past ten
years is vitaily important for getting an objective picture of the events in and around
Srebrenica in July 1995. It is common knowledge that the process of finding mass graves
(primary, secondary and tertiary) is still ongoing and that the major pan of the bodies of
killed Bosniaks have not been located and identified. Cxtensive forensic evidence firmly
corroborates imponiant aspects of testimonies by the survivors at various execution sites,
Since 1996, the ICTY Office of the Prosecutor has conducted exhumations of 2t graves
related 1o the taking of Srebrenica, as follows: four exhumations during 1996 (graves in
Cerska, Nova Kasaba, Orahovac (aiso known as faZete 2) and at the Army-operated
farm in Branjevo (Pilica)); eight during 1998 (a dem near Perkovei, Candarski pm 12.
Candarski pur 3, the Road rowards Hod:iéi - site No: 3. the Road wwards Hed:ici - site
No: 4. the Road towards Hodtiéi - site No: 5, Liplje 2, Zeleni Jadar 5); five graves in
1999 (Kozluk, Nova Kasaba. Konjevié Polje |, Konjevié Polje 2 and Glogova); and four
graves in 2000 (Lazete 1, LaZeic 2C, Ravnice and Glogova 1). Qut of 21 exhumed
graves. |4 were primory graves, where bodics were placed immediately upon the killing.
Out of those graves. cight were subsequently dug up without authorization and corpscs
were transferred to and buried at another location, often in secondary graves, locnied in
morc remote areas. Seven of the cxhumed praves were secondary graves. The Office of
the Prosccutor hired cxperts in ballistic analysis, analysis of soil and fabrics, in order to
make comparative testing of the fabrics and remains found in the primary and sccondary
graves. As a result of those analyses, links were discovered between ceniain primary and
certain sccondary grave sites. As of 2000, national judicial institutions have taken over
locating and exhumations of mortal remains of the “Srebrenica™ peopie Killed during the
Krivaja 95 opcration. with very imporiant assistance provided by the Commission on
Tracing Missing Pcrsons. Intcrnational Commission on Missing Persons (ICMP) and
Tuzla-based Podrinje Idemification Project.

[Forensic evidence corroborates the allegations by the Prosecution that following the
1aking of Srebrenica, thousands of Bosnian Muslims were executed summarily and buried
in mass graves. Although forensic experts could not indisputably establish the exact
number of bodies in the mass graves due to the degree of decomposition of the bodies
and the fact that many bodies were disfigured in the process of relocation from primary
into sccondary graves, which was done using hcavy machincry, the cxpens did manage 1o
makec a conscrvative cstimale. according 1o which at least 2028 individual bodies were
